Director of Public Works Mike Nevin 
1.  The underground water system is ready for the Courthouse fire sprinkler project.   Once materials are received, the project is estimated to only take a couple of months.
County Manager Pat Whitten

1.   National NACO sent an impressive report on Storey County’s usage of the Prescription Drug Program.  In the first 3 months, 34 prescriptions were filled for 8 users equaling a savings of $416.00.
2.  A nuisance complaint has officially been served under N.R.S. 244.360 regarding amateur radio antennas.  The specific provisions state that the property owner be afforded a hearing by The Commission within 30-40 days of the complaint filed date.  Mr. Whitten recommended the February 17th, 2009 meeting at 2:10p.m.

Director of Building and Planning Dean Haymore

1.  A meeting with TRI regarding vouchers and procedures with Station 5 was successful.  
2.  Three new companies have come in for tenant improvements along with 3 more scheduled to do some prospecting.
DISCUSSION/ACTION:  Proposed amendments to the Landfill Franchise Agreement between the County and Refuse, Inc
Chris MacKenzie, legal council for Storey County, has been working for three years with the Planning Commission and Refuse Inc. to expand the Landfill.  They would like to amend the existing Special Use Permit to expand their operation.  Additional conditions have been added and agreed upon.  Refuse Inc. has worked well through all issues with Storey County.  If approved,  The Solid Waste Management Authority ,(NDP), will have to grant permission as well to continue.  Chairman Hess thanked Chris and reminded everyone that the tonnage fee collected by the County was originally 3% and has increased to 7%.  Mr. Whitten added that the entire agreement has been modernized and complex fire issues were addressed as well as road maintenance.  The Household Agreement will be up for negotiations in 6-8 months.  
Commissioner Flanagan asked for clarification of the map depicting the area of expansion.  Bill Carr, District Manager of the Lockwood Regional Landfill Operation, explained the existing area of operation versus the available area and the portion of the available area they are seeking permission to use.
Mr. Haymore stated that approval today will allow them to proceed with designing and engineering which will take 1-2 years then proceed to the permitting process through NDPEA.

Mr. Haymore explained that the request is an extension of the Special Use Permit less some obsolete items and with additional protections in regards to roads and easements.  Chris MacKenzie reiterated that The Solid Waste Management Authority permit must be in place to receive the 7% fee instead of the 3%.

Rick Bartshe, Senior Account for David A.  Pringle, CPA, Ltd. , reported a “clean auditors opinion”.  The only problem area was 4 funds exceeding their appropriations (Sewer, Federal Grants, Infrastructure and Fire).  Future recommendations:
1.  Monitor the expenditures of the above funds to avoid exceeding           appropriations.


2.  Complete bank reconciliations in a timelier manner.

DISCUSSION:  Public input on New Comstock Wind Energy project (Wind Farm/Wind Turbines) for inclusion in County scoping comments submitted to BLM

Mr. Whitten opened the discussion by reminding everyone that the project is in the scoping stage and open to public comment until January 30th, 2009.  The County is waiting for computer generated depictions of the project.  Although working with the BLM has gone smoothly, it would be better if reports from them were received in a timelier manner.  Mr. Haymore mentioned that the BLM is on the February 19th agenda to make a presentation to the Planning Commission.  
Storey County Planner Austin Osborne has requested a 3-dimensional model from the BLM but was told it was not ready (or would not be released) at this time.  Mr. Osborne worked with other staff to compile a list of 12 potential impacts of which he briefly discussed each point.  
Mr. Haymore stated that Storey County supports alternative energy but TRI might be a better location rather that the historical district.  Chairman Hess voiced his concern that Storey County is diverse and open but the area in question is definitely a wildlife issue.  

Chairman Hess read the only public comment letter from Virginia City resident Candace Silveria into record opposing the Wind Farm Project.
Connie Lea Butts, Canyon GID Manager, voiced an opinion for Dennis and Shirley Miller of Lockwood who lived by turbines in California and said it was unpleasant.  Mr. Osborne and Mr. Haymore again encouraged all people to submit opinions.
Cathylee James asked how many turbines were slated for Storey County.  Mr. Haymore explained that there were a total of 64-72 sustainable sites for the entire project.  Bert Bedeau, District Administrator for The Comstock Historic District stated that no formal application has been submitted but at a preliminary discussion with the BLM, a map was submitted for proposed tower locations and roads.  Mr. Bedeau reported that 20 of the locations are in Storey County.  Ms. James also inquired as to if we know how Washoe County felt about the project.  Chairman Hess has spoken with several of the Washoe County Commissioners and at this point they are not agreeable to the project either.
