2009-016 Final Subdivision Map: By Peru Pointe, LLC & REC      TRI
Applicants are requesting a Final Subdivision Map for Phase I of Peru Pointe Industrial Park on APN 004-153-44 for the first twenty units.  The Tentative Subdivision Map (2008-051) was approved by the Planning Commission on August 21, 2008 and the County Commissioners on September 16, 2008.

It is to be moved about 165’ in a Northeasterly direction along the line common to Sections 13 and 14, Township 19 North Range 22 East.
